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Mosaic Plagiarism

Most students do not realize that using similar words, groups of words, and/or structure is mosaic plagiarism.
In order to correctly paraphrase, one has to use his/her own words and own sentence structure.

Example of Incorrect Paraphrasing (Mosaic Plagiarism)
| Studentwrite.  [Souee: ]

"l put on my coat and hat and stood at the iron

| clutched my pillowcase and stood at the door clutching the pillowcase in both hands.

The writer has taken a few words and phrases from the original text without using quotation marks, so even if
they had used a citation, it is too close to the original and would not be a paraphrase.
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
